Vilniaus Baldai AB is one of the leading manufacturers of flat-pack furniture in Lithuania. The joint stock company Vilniaus Baldai

is a Company that cherishes time-honoured traditions, applies modern technologies and enjoys a stable and continuous
business growth.

Vilniaus Baldai AB sales revenue reached EUR 69 million in 2018. ln 2018 the Company increased its production capacity
further, successfully increased production of its priority products.

The Company focused on quality improvement, processes optimization, automation and equipment utilization improvement with

the help of LEAN methodology.

Going forward the Company will prioritize assurance of high quality of its products, efficiency and flexibility in new products

launching.

Main risks faced by the GrouP:

Economįc risk factors. The sales to the main customer Swedish lKEA constituted approximately 97o/o of total sales of Vilniaus

Baldai AB during 2018 (in 2017 - 99%). Furniture accounted for 97% of the Company's sales during 2018 (in2017 - 99%), while

the rest came from sales of raw materials and waste of raw materials.

Global economy development trends do have an impact on the Company's main customer development pace as well as demand
fluctuation for products produced by the Company.

The Company competes with the world furniture producers.

Political risk factors. Changing geopolitical situation has an impact on the international trade flows at the same time having an

impact on the Company's costs and profitability. There are no requirements and restrictions established by the State to the

issuer's activity.

Social risk factors. Demographic situation and migration processes have a negative influence on the Lithuanian labour market,

therefore, the Company is constantly improving its organisational structure, increasing productivity, allocating resources to
, improve work conditions, training and competence development. Trade Union, representing interests of the employees, operates
actively in the Company.

Supply. The Company aims to establish a long-term partnership with reliable suppliers, and at the same time secure alternatives

for supply of the main raw materials.

Technical and technological risk factors. The Company owns modern production equipment. Vilniaus Baldai AB pays

significant attention to the maintenance of production equipment, optimization of technological processes and increase of

w6rking efficiency. The physical and moral condition of the main facilities is good and does not cause any risk to the activity of

the Company.

Ecological risk factors. An environment protection and FSC production management system is introduced in the Company in

compliince with the requirements of ISO 900't , ISO 14001 and FCS-STD-40-004 standards. The purpose of this system is to

ensure production of high quality products consistent with customer needs, to use FSC certified raw materials, to protect

environment, to decreasē pollution, usage of resources and to sort waste. The annual audit of FSC was performed in February
2018and quality and envįronmental management system was performedin July 2078. No non-conformity issues orfindings
were identiiied during the audit. ln 2018 Vilniaus Baldai AB paid EUR 2 thousand of the environment pollution taxes, as well as

EUR 46 thousand for the waste utilisation services. There were no manufacturing restrictions because of the environment
pollution.

Repayment of loans. The repayment of loans is made according to the contractual schedules. All the payments to the bank are

made-on time. lnformation on the terms and conditions of repayment of financial liabilities, credit and interest rate risks of the

Group and the Company is provided in the notes to the consolidated and Company's financįal statements (Notes 13 and 24)'

ple l: Basic Provisions

The overriding objective of a company should be to operate in common interests of all the shareholders by optimizing
over tįme shareholder value.
1.1. A company should adopt and make public the company's
development strategy and objectives by clearly declaring how the
company intends to meet the interests of its shareholders and
optimize shareholder value.

Yes Next year the Company will specifically focus on
productivity, improvement of internal processes
and quality and production of new products. This
will be achieved by applying LEAN methodology
in such areas as production processes,
performance management, employee skills and
their involvement įn continuous improvement
activities.

1.2. All management bodies of a company should act in

furtherance of the declared strategic objectives in view of the need
to optimize shareholder value.

Yes The activity of the Company's management
bodies is concentrated on the implementation of
the main ooals and tasks.

1.3. A company's supervisory and management bodies should act
in close co-operation in order to attain maximum benefit for the
company and its shareholders.

Yes The Board of the Company adopts the decisįons
on all the most important matters. The ordinary
meetings of the Board of the Company are held
at least once įn a month. Extraordinary - upon
the suggestion of the Chairman of the Board or
Board member for the discussion and decision
making of the important matters. The Board of
the Company cooperates with the Chief
Executive Officer.

1.4. A company' s supervisory and management bodies should
ensure that the rights and interests of persons other than the
company's shareholders (e.9. employees, creditors, suppliers,
clients, local community), participating in or connected with the
companv's operation, are duly respected

Yes The Company respects the rights and the
interests of all main concerned groups.
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Principle ll: The corporate governance framework

The corporate governance framework should ensure the strategic guidance of the company, the effective oversight of
the company'J management bodies, an appropriate balance and distrįbution of functions between the company's
bodies, protection of the shareholders' interests
2.1. Besides obligatory bodies provided for in the Law on
Companies of the Republic of Lithuania - a general shareholders'
meeting and the chief executive officer, it is recommended that a
company should set up both a collegial supervisory body and a
collegial management body. The setting up of collegial bodies for
supervision and management facilitates clear separation of
management and supervisory functions in the company,
accountability and control on the part of the chief executive officer,
which, in its turn, facilitate a more efficient and transparent
manaoement orocess.

No Management bodies of the Company are
General Meeting, Board and Chief Executive
Officer.
The Company does not have a supervisory
board. Control of the Board of the Company is
performed by General Meeting, the Board
reports to the General Meeting of Shareholders.

2.2. A collegial management body is responsible for the strategic
management of the company and performs other key functions of
corporate governance. A collegial supervisory body is responsible
for the effective supervision of the company's management
bodies.

Yes The Company has a collegial management body

- the Board.

2.3. Where a company chooses to form only one collegialbody, it

is recommended that it should be a supervisory body, i.e. the
supervisory board. ln such a case, the supervisory board is
responsible for the effective monitoring of the functįons performed

th chief executive officer

No The Company does not follow this
recommendation. lt has only one collegial body

- the Board.

2.4. The collegial supervisory body to be elected by the general
shareholders' meeting should be set up and should act in the
manner defįned in Principles lll and lV. Where a company should
decide not to set up a collegial supervisory body but rather a
collegial management body, i.e. the board, Principles lll and lV
should apply to the board as long as that does not contradict the
essence and ourpose of this bodY

No The Company follows the majority of the
provisions defined in Principle lll. lt does not
follow the provisions defined in Principle lV on
the establishment of committees.

2.5. Company's management and supervisory bodies should
comprise such number of board (executive directors) and
supervisory (non-executive directors) board members that no
individual or small group of individuals can dominate decision-
makino on the part of these bodies.

Yes The Board of the Company consists of 3
members. All the 3 members represent the
interests of the shareholders' and aim for the
benefit of the Company.

2.6. Non-executive directors or members of the supervisory board
should be appointed for specified terms subject to indivįdual re-
election, at maximum intervals provided for in the Lithuanian
legislation with a view to ensuring necessary development of
professional experience and sufficiently f req uent reconf irmation of
their status. A possibility to remove them should also be stipulated
however this procedure should not be easier than the removal
procedure for an executive director or a member of the
manaqement board.

No Members of the Supervisory Board and non-
executive dįrectors are not appointed by the
Company.

2.7. Chairman of the collegial body elected by the general
shareholders' meeting may be a person whose current or past
office constitutes no obstacle to conduct independent and
impartial supervision. Where a company should decide not to set
up a supervisory board but rather the board, it is recommended
that the chairman of the board and chief executive officer of the
company should be a different person. Former company's chief
executive officer should not be immediately nominated as the
chairman of the collegial body elected by the general
shareholders' meeting. When a company chooses to departure
from these recommendations, it should furnish information on the
measures it has taken to ensure impartiality of the supervision.

Yes Chief Executive Officer of the Company is not a
Board member. Chairman of the Board of the
Company is not and was not the chief executive
officer of the Company. There are no obstacles
for independent and fair supervision.
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Principle lll: The order of the formation of a collegial body to be elected by a general shareholders' meeting

The order of the formation a collegial body to be elected by a general shareholders' meeting should ensure
representation of minority shareholders, accountability of this body to the shareholders and objective monitoring of
the company's operation and its manageme nt bodies.
3.1. The mechanism of the formation of a collegial body to be
elected by a general shareholders' meeting (hereinafter in this
Principle referred to as the 'collegial body') should ensure
objective and fair monitoring of the company's management
bodies as well as representation of minority shareholders.

Yes Board formation mechanism
uring proper monitoring of the Company

Only a person, having the proper qualification
can become a Board member. The Board of the
Company consists of the members not working
at the Company.

3.2. Names and surnames of the candidates to become members
of a collegial body, information about their educatįon, qualification,
professional background, positions taken and potential conflicts of
interest should be disclosed early enough before the general
shareholders' meeting so that the shareholders would have
sufficient time to make an informed voting decision. All factors
affecting the candidate's independence, the sample list of which is
set out in Recommendation 3.7, should be also disclosed. The
collegial body should also be informed on any subsequent
changes in the provided information. The collegial body should, on
yearly basis, collect data provided in this item on its members and
disclose this in the company's annual report.

Yes lnformation about current Board members is
presented in the Company's periodic reports.

3.3. Should a person be nominated for members of a collegial
body, such nomination should be followed by the disclosure of
information on candidate's particular competences relevant to
his/her service on the collegial body. ln order shareholders and
investors are able to asceįain whether member's competence is
further relevant, the collegial body should, in its annual report,
disclose the information on its composition and particular
competences of individual members which are relevant to their
service on the collegial body.

Yes The information on the composition of the
Board įs published in the annual report.

3.4. ln order to maintain a proper balance in terms of the current
qualifications possessed by its members, the collegial body should
determine its desired composition with regard to the company's
structure and activities, and have this periodically evaluated. The
collegial body should ensure that it is composed of members who,
as a whole, have the required diversity of knowledge, judgment
and experience to complete their tasks properly. The members of
the audit committee, collectively, should have a recent knowledge
and relevant experience in the fields of finance, accounting and/or
audit for the stock exchange listed companies.

Yes Members of the Company's Board and Audit
Committee have experience in companies'
management, diversity of knowledge and
experience to complete their tasks properly.

3.5. All new members of the collegial body should be offered a
tailored program focused on introducing a member with his/her
duties, corporate organization and activities. The collegial body
should conduct an annual review to identify fields where its

members need to update their skills and knowledge.

Yes Members of the Company's Board have
experience in companies' management. The
Company's Board members are acquainted
with the Company's organisation, its activity
and manaoement soecifics.

3.6. ln order to ensure that all material conflicts of interest related
with a member of the collegial body are resolved properly, the
collegial body should comprise a sufficient number of independent
members

No The independence of the elected Board
members was not evaluated in the Company as
well as the content of the notion of the
sufficiencv of indeoendent members.
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3.7. A member of the collegial body should be considered to be
independent only if he is free of any business, family or other
relationship with the company, its controlling shareholder or the
management of either, that creates a conflict of interest such as to
impair his judgment. Since all cases when member of the collegial
body is likely to become dependent are impossible to list,

moreover, relationships and circumstances associated with the
determination of independence may vary amongst companies and
the best practices of solving this problem are yet to evolve in the
course of time, assessment of independence of a member of the
collegial body should be based on the contents of the relationship
and circumstances rather than their form. The key criteria for
identifying whether a member of the collegial body can be
considered to be independent are the following:

1) He/she is not an executive director or member of the
board (if a collegial body elected by the general shareholders'
meeting is the supervisory board) of the company or any
associated company and has not been such during the last
five years;
2) He/she is not an employee of the company or some any
company and has not been such during the last three years,
except for cases when a member of the collegial body does
not belong to the senior management and was elected to the
collegial body as a representative of the employees;
3) He/she is not receiving or has been not receiving
significant additional remuneration from the company or
associated company other than remuneration for the office in

the collegial body. Such additional remuneration includes
participation in share options or some other performance
based pay systems; it does not include compensation
payments for the previous office in the company (provided
that such payment is in no way related with later position) as
per pension plans (inclusive of deferred compensatįons);
4) He/she is not a controlling shareholder or representative
of such shareholder (control as defined in the Council
Directive 83/349/EEC Article 1 Part 1);

5) He/she does not have and did not have any material
business relations wįth the company or associated company
within the past year directly or as a partner, shareholder,
director or superior employee of the subject having such
relationship. A subject is considered to have business
relations when it is a major supplier or service provider
(inclusive of financial, legal, counselling and consulting
services), major client or organization receiving significant
payments from the company or its group;
6) He/she is not and has not been, during the last three
years, partner or employee of the current or former external
audit company of the company or assocįated company;
7) He/she is not an executive director or member of the
board in some other company where executive director of the
company or member of the board (if a collegial body elected
by the general shareholders' meeting is the supervisory
board) is non-executive director or member of the supervisory
board, he/she may not also have any other material
relationships with executive directors of the company that
arise from their participation in activities of other companies
or bodies;
8) He/she has not been in the position of a member of the
colleglal body for over than 12 yearsi
9) He/she is not a close relative to an executive director or
member of the board (if a collegial body elected by the
general shareholders' meeting is the supervisory board) or to
any person listed in above items 1 to 8. Close relatįve is
considered to be a spouse (common-law spouse), children
and parents

No At the General Meeting of shareholders the
persons were elected to the members of the
Board, who are independent and acting with an
aim for the benefit of the Company; however,
they do not correspond to the recommendation
on independence of this code.
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3'8. The determįnation of what constitutes independence is
fundamentally an issue for the collegial body itself to determine.
The collegial body may decide that, despite a particular member
meets all the criteria of independence laid down in this Code, he
cannot be considered independent due to special personal or
com pany-related circumstances
3.9. Necessary information on conclusions the collegial body has
come to in įts determination of whether a particular member of the
body should be considered to be independent should be
disclosed. When a person is nominated to become a member of
the collegial body, the company should disclose whether it

considers the person to be independent. When a particular
member of the collegial body does not meet one or more criteria
of independence set out in this Code, the company should disclose
its reasons for nevertheless considering the member to be
independent. ln addition, the company should annually disclose
which members of the collegial body it considers to be
independent.

No The Company did not use Board members'
independence evaluation and disclosure
practice.

3.10. When one or more criteria of independence set out in this
Code has not been met throughout the year, the company should
disclose its reasons for considering a particular member of the
collegial body to be independent. To ensure accuracy of the
information disclosed įn relation with the independence of the
members of the collegial body, the company should require
independent members to have their independence perlodically re-
confirmed

No The Company did not use Board members'
independence evaluatįon and disclosure
practice.

3.11. ln order to remunerate members of a collegial body for their
work and participation in the meetings of the collegial body, they
may be remunerated from the company's funds. The general
shareholders' meeting should approve the amount of such
remuneration.

Yes The general shareholders' meeting approves
the amount of annual tantiemes paid to the
members of the Board. ln 2017 the members of
the Board reached the decision to pay
tantiemes for work in the Board to all members
of the Board.

Principle lV: and liabilities of a collegial by the general shareholders' meeting

effective functioning of the collegial body elected byThe corporate governance framework shoul d ensure prope r and
the general shareholders meeting, and the powers granted to the collegial body shoul d ensu re effective monitoring
of the m nt bodies and of interests of all the sha reholders.
4.1 . The collegial body elected by the general shareholders' meeting
(hereinafter in this Principle referred to as the'collegial body') should
ensure integrity and transparency of the company's financial
statements and the control system. The collegial body should issue
recommendations to the company's management bodies and
monitor and control the company's management performance.

Yes The Chief Executive Officer of the Company at
least once in a month reports to the Company's
Board and receives its recommendations. The
Board of the Company confirms the annual
report prepared by the Chief Executive Officer.

4.2. Members of the collegial body should act in good faith, with care
and responsibility for the benefit and in the interests of the company
and its shareholders with due regard to the interests of employees
and public welfare. lndependent members of the collegial body
should (a) under all circumstances maintain independence of their
analysis, decision-making and actions (b) do not seek and accept
any unjustified privileges that might compromise their
independence, and (c) clearly express their objections should a
member consider that decision of the collegial body is against the
interests of the company. Should a collegial body have passed
decisions independent member has serious doubts about, the
member should make adequate conclusions. Should an
independent member resign from his office, he should explain the
reasons in a letter addressed to the collegial body or audit
committee and, if necessary, respective company-not-pertaining
body (institution).

Yes Members of the Company's Board act in good
faith for the benefit and in the interests of the
Company. They try to maintain own
independence in making decisions.
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4.3. Each member should sufficient time and attention to
perform his duties as a member of the collegial body. Each member
of the collegial body should limit other professional obligations of his
(in particular any directorships held in other companies) in such a
manner they do not interfere with proper performance of duties of a
membei of the collegial body. ln the event a member of the collegial
body should be present in less than a half of the meetings of the
collegial body throughout the financial year of the company,
shareholders of the company should be notified.

Yes Board members perform their functions properly:
actively participate in the Board meetings and
devote sufficient time and attention to perform
their duties. Board meetings are attended by all
members.

4.4. Where decisions of a collegial body may have a different effect
on the company's shareholders, the collegial body should treat all

shareholders impartially and fairly. lt should ensure that

shareholders are properly įnformed on the company's affairs,
strategies, risk management and resolution of conflicts of interest.
The company should have a clearly established role of members of
the collegial body when communicating with and committing to

shareholders.

Yes The Company follows this recommendation

4.5. lt is recommended that transactions (except insign ones

the col al bod voted for such a decision.

due to their low value or concluded when carrying out routine

operations in the company under usual conditions), concluded
between the company and its shareholders, members of the
supervisory or managing bodies or other natural or legal persons

that exert or may exert influence on the company's management
should be subject to approval of the collegial body. The decision
concerning approval of such transactions should be deemed
adopted only provided the majority of the independent members of

Yes The transactions between the Company and its
shareholders, Supervisory Board or
management bodies or other natural or legal
persons that may have influence on
management of the Company are confirmed
according to the Articles of Association of the
Company.

4.6. The collegial body should be independent in passing decisions
that are significantforthe company's operations and strategy. Taken
separately, the collegial body should be independent of the
company's management bodies. Members of the collegial body
should act and pass decisions without an outside influence from the
persons who have elected it. Companies should ensure that the
collegial body and its committees are provided with sufficient
administrative and financial resources to discharge their duties,
including the right to obtain, in particular from employees of the
company, all the necessary information or to seek independent
legal, accounting or any other advįce on issues pertaining to the
competence of the collegial body and its committees.

Yes The Company's Board has financial resources
and does not depend on the ComPanY's
management.

4.7. Activities of the collegial body should be organized in a manner
that independent members of the collegial body could have major
influence in relevant areas where chances of occurrence of conflicts
of interest are very high. Such areas to be considered as highly
relevant are issues of nomination of company's directors,
determįnation of directors' remuneration and control and
assessment of company's audit. Therefore, when the mentioned
įssues are attributable to the competence of the collegial body' it is

recommended that the collegial body should establish nomination,
remuneration, and audit committees. Companies should ensure that

the functions attributable to the nomination, remuneration, and audit
committees are carried out. However, they may decide to merge
these functions and set up less than three committees. ln such case
a company should explain in detail reasons behind the selection of
alternative approach and how the selected approach complies with

the objectives set forth for the three dįfferent committees. Should the
collegial body of the company comprise small number of members,
the functions assigned to the three committees may be performed

by the collegial body itself, provided that it meets composition
requirements advocated for the committees and that adequate
information is provided in this respect. ln such case provisions of
this Code relating to the committees of the collegial body (in

particular with respect to their role, operation, and transparency)
should where nt to the ial as a whole

No The Committees of Nomination and
Remuneration are not established because of
the structural simplicity of the Company's
management.
Question regarding establishment of nomination
and remuneration committees will be solved in

the future after analysing situation, evaluating
financial expenses and other factors,
implementing best practices in the market.
The compliance with the requirements for the
preparation of the set of the consolidated
financial statements, internal control and
financial risk management systems, legal acts
regulating the preparation of the set of the
consolidated financial statements is supervised
by the Audit Committee established on 16

September 2013.

4.8. The key objective of the committees is to increase efficiency of
the activities of the collegial body by ensuring that decįsions are
based on due consideration, and to help organize its work with a
view to ensuring that the decisions it takes are free of material
conflicts of interest. Committees should present the collegial body
with recommendations concerning the decisions of the collegial
body. Nevertheless the final decision shall be adopted by the
collegial body. The recommendation on creation of committees is
not intended, in principle, to constrict the competence of the collegial
body or to remove the matters considered from the purview of the
collegial body itself, which remains fully responsible for the decisions
taken in its field of competence.

No The Committees of Nomination and
Remuneration are not established because of
the structural simplicity of the Company's
management. The compliance with the
requirements for the preparation of the set of the
consolidated financial statements, internal
control and financial risk management systems,
legal acts regulating the preparation of the set of
the consolidated financial statements is
supervised by the Audit Committee establįshed
on 16 September2013.

4.9. Committees established by the collegial body should normally
be composed of at least three members. ln companies with small
number of members of the collegial body, they could exceptionally
be composed of two members. Majority of the members of each
committee should be constituted from independent members of the
collegial body. ln cases when the company chooses not to set up a
supervisory board, remuneration and audit committees should be
entirelv comprised of non-executive directors.

No The Committees of Nomination and
Remuneration are not established because of
the structural simplicity of the Company's
management.
The Audit Committee of Vilniaus Baldai AB
consists of 2 members, one of them is
independent.

4.10. Authority of each of the committees should be determined by
the collegial body. Committees should perform their duties in line
with authority delegated to them and inform the collegial body on
their activities and performance on regular basis. Authority of every
committee stipulating the role and rights and duties of the committee
should be made public at least once a year (as part of the
information disclosed by the company annually on its corporate
governance structures and practices). Companies should also make
public annually a statement by existing committees on their
composition, number of meetings and attendance over the year, and
their main activities. Audit committee should confirm that it is
satisfied with the independence of the audit process and describe
briefly the actions it has taken to reach this conclusion.

No The Committees of Nomination and
Remuneration are not established because of
the structural simplicity of the Company's
management.

4.11. ln order to ensure independence and impartiality of the
committees, members of the collegial body that are not members of
the committee should commonly have a right to participate in the
meetings of the committee only if invited by the committee. A
committee may invite or demand participation in the meeting of
particular officers or experts. Chairman of each of the committees
should have a possibility to maintain direct communication with the
shareholders. Events when such are to be performed should be
soecified in the reoulations for committee activities.

No The Committees of Nomination and
Remuneration are not established because of
the structural simplicity of the Company's
management.
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4.1 2. Nomination Committee.
4.12.1. Key functions of the nomination committee should be the
following:
1) ldentify and recommend, for the approval of the collegial body'
candidates to fill board vacancies. The nomination commįttee
should evaluate the balance of skįlls, knowledge and experience on
the management body, prepare a description of the roles and
capabilities required to assume a particular office, and assess the
time commitment expected. Nomination committee can also
consider candidates to members of the collegial body delegated by
the shareholders of the company;
2) Assess on regular basis the structure, size, compositįon and
performance of the supervisory and management bodįes, and make
recommendations to the collegial body regarding the means of
achieving necessary changes,
3) Assess on regular basįs the skills, knowledge and experience of
individual directors and report on this to the collegial body;
4) Properly consider issues related to succession planning;

5) Review the policy of the management bodies for selection and
appointment of senįor management.
4.12.2. Nomination committee should consider proposals by other
parties, including management and shareholders. When dealing
with issues related to executive directors or members of the board
(if a collegial body elected by the general shareholders' meeting is
the supervisory board) and senior management, chief executive
officer of the company should be consulted by, and entitled to submit
orooosals to the nomination committee.

4. 1 3. Remuneration Committee.
4.13.1. Key functions of the remuneration committee should be the
following:
1) Make proposals, for the approval of the collegial body, on the
remuneration policy for members of management bodies and
executive directors. Such policy should address all forms of
compensation, including the fixed remuneration, performance-
based remuneration schemes, pension arrangements, and
termination payments. Proposals considering performance-based
remuneration schemes should be accompanied with
recommendations on the related objectives and evaluation criteria,
with a view to properly aligning the pay of executive director and
members of the management bodies with the long-term interests of
the shareholders and the objectives set by the collegial body;
2) Make proposals to the collegial body on the individual
remuneration for executive directors and member of management
bodies in order their remunerations are consistent with company's
remuneration policy and the evaluation of the performance of these
persons concerned. ln doing so, the committee should be properly
informed on the total compensation obtained by executive directors
and members of the management bodies from the affiliated
companies;
3) Make proposals to the collegial body on suitable forms of
contracts for executive directors and members of the management
bodies;
4) Assist the collegial body in overseeing how the company complies
with applicable provisions regarding the remuneration-related
information disclosure (in particular the remuneration policy applied
and individual remuneration of directors),
5) Make general recommendations to the executive directors and
members of the management bodies on the level and structure of
remuneration for senior management (as defined by the collegial
body) with regard to the respective information provided by the
executive directors and members of the management bodies.
4'13.2. Wįth respect to stock options and other share-based
incentives which may be granted to directors or other employees,
the committee should:

No The Committees of Nomination and
Remuneration are not established because of
the structural simplicity of the Company's
management.
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1) Consider general policy regarding the granting of the above
mentioned schemes, in particular stock options, and make any
related proposals to the collegial body;
2) Examine the related information that is given in the company's
annual report and documents intended for the use during the
shareholders meeting;
3) Make proposals to the collegial body regarding the choice
between granting options to subscribe shares or granting options to
purchase shares, specifying the reasons for its choice as well as the
consequences that this choice has.
4.13.3. Upon resolution of the issues attributable to the competence
of the remuneration committee, the committee should at least
address the chairman of the collegial body and/or chief executive
officer of the company for their opinion on the remuneration of other
executive directors or members of the management bodies.

4.14. Audit Committee.
4.1 4.1. Key functions of the audit committee should be the following:
1) Observe the integrity of the financial information provided by the
company, in particular by reviewing the relevance and consistency
of the accounting methods used by the company and its group
(including the criteria for the consolidation of the accounts of
companies in the group);
2) At least once a year review the systems of internal control and
risk management to ensure that the key risks (inclusive of the risks
in relation with compliance with existing laws and regulations) are
properly identįfied, managed and reflected in the information
provided;
3) Ensure the efficiency of the internal audįt function, among other
things, by making recommendations on the selection, appointment,
reappointment and removal of the head of the internal audit
department and on the budget of the department, and by monitoring
the responsiveness of the management to its findings and
recommendations. Should there be no internal audit authority in the
company, the need for one should be reviewed at least annually;
4) Make recommendations to the collegial body related with

selection, appointment, reappointment and removal of the external
auditor (to be done by the general shareholders' meeting) and with
the terms and conditions of his engagement.

2 Accountingprinciples

The principal accounting policies adopted in preparing the Group's and the Company's financįal statements for the year 2018

are as follows:

2.1. Basis of preparation

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with lnternational Financial Reporting Standards (hereinafter

IFRSs), as adopted by the European Union (hereinafter the EU). The financial statements have been prepared under the

historical cost convention.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with lFRSs, as adopted by the European Union, requires the use of

certain critical accounting estimates. lt also requires management to exercise lts judgment in the process of applying the

Company's accounting poticies. The areas involving a higher degree of judgment or complexity, or areas where assumptions

and estimates are sig-niiicant to the financial statements are disclosed in Note 2.26. Although these estimates are based on

management's best įnowledge of current events and actions, actual results ultimately may differ from those estimates.

New standards, amendments and interpretations

The Group and the Company have consistently applied the accounting policies set out įn Note 2to all periods presented in

these f inancial statements.

Accounting policy applied for these financial statements of the Group and the Company is the same as used for financial

statements of period ending 31 August 2017.

The Group and the Company have adopted the following new standards and amendments to standards, including any

consequential amendments to other standards, with a date of initial application of 1 September 2017.

2.3. Financial year

Financial year of the Company and the Group starts on 1 September and ends on the 31 August of the next year. Under

decision of the Company's shareholders of 8 October 2014 the financial year was changed from 31 August 2015.

2.4. Principles of consolidation

The consolidated financial statements of the Group include Vįlniaus Baldai AB and its subsidiaries' The Group controls an

entity when it is exposed to, or has rights to variable returns from its involvement with the entity and has the ability to affect

those returns through its power over the entity.

Subsidiaries are consolidated from the date from which effective control įs transferred to the Company and cease to be

consolidated from the date on which control is transferred out of the Company. All intercompany transactions, balances and

unrealized gains and losses on transactions among the Group companies have been eliminated.

The consolidated financial statements are prepared on the basis of the same accounting principles applied to simįlar

transactions and other events under similar circumstances. The financial statements of the Subsidiary were prepared for the

same period as that of the ComPanY.

2.5. lntangible assets

lntangible assets are measured initially at cost. lntangible assets are recognized if it is probable that future economic benefits

that a_re attributable to the asset will flow to the Grouį and the Company and the cost of asset can be measured reliably. After

initial recognition, intangible assets are measured at cost less accumulated amortization and any accumulated impairment

losses. lntingible assets are amortized on a straight-line basis over the best estimate of their useful lives.

Software

The costs of acquisition of new software are capitalized and treated as an intangible asset if these costs are not an integral

part of the related hardware. Software is amortized over a period not exceeding 3 years.

Costs incurred in order to restore or maintain the future economic benefits that the Group and the Company expects from the

originally assessed standard of performance of existing software systems are recognized as an expense when the restoration

or maintenance work is carried out.

2.6' PropeĖy, pIant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

The Group and the Company capitalise borrowing costs that could have been avoided if they had not made capital expenditure

on qualifying assets. Borrowing'costs capitalised are calculated at the Group's and the Company's average funding cost (the

weighted_ aūerage interest cos-t is applied to the expenditures on the qualifying assets), except to the extent that funds are

boriowed specifTcally for the purpose of obtaining a qualifying asset.

2.7 ' Financial įnstruments - assets

Financial assets are classified as financial assets at fair value through profit or loss, loans and receivables, and available-for-

sale financial assets, as appropriate. The Group and the Company determine the classification of their financial assets based

on the nature and purpose at initial recognition.

Financial assets are recognised on a trade date basis where the purchase or sale process is under a contract, which terms

require delivery of the financial assets within the timeframe established by the market concerned. Financial assets are

reiognised initfully at fair value, plus, in the case of investments are not carried at fair value through profit or loss, directly

attributable transaction costs.

2'8' Financial instruments - lįabilities

The Group's and the Company's financial liabilįties include borrowings, trade payables and other payables.

Borrowinqs

Borrowings are initially recognized at the fair value of proceeds received, less the costs of transaction. They are subsequently

carried aįamortized cost, thį difference between net proceeds and redemption value being recognized in profit or loss over

the period of the borrowings using the effective interest rate method.

Borrowing costs are expensed as incurred, unless they are directly attributable to acquisition, construction or production of a
qualifying asset.

Interest paid is classified as cash flows from financing activities in the statement of cash flows.

Trade pavables

Trade payables are obligations to pay for goods or services that have been acquired in the ordinary course of business from

suppliers.

Trade payables are recognized when the other party fulfils lts contractual obligations and are initially recognised at fair value

and suns_equently measūred at amortised cost using the effective įnterest rate method. Short-term trade payables are not

discounted.

De-recoonition of financial liabilities

A financįal liability is derecognised only when the obligation is discharged or cancelled, or expires.
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An exchange between the Company and the same lender of debt instruments wįth substantially different terms or a substantia|

modificatioį of the terms of an exisiing financial liability is accounted for as an extinguishment of the origina| financial liability

and the recognition of a new financial liability, with the difference between their respective carrying amounts recognised in

profit or loss.

2.9. lnvestments into subsidiaries in the Company's separate financial statements

lnvestments in subsidiaries are accounted at cost in the Company's separate financial statements. Cost of investment is

decreased by impairment losses.

lmpairment is determined by assessing the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit. Where the recoverable amount

of ihe cash-generating unit iį lower tnan the carrying amount in the Company's statement of financial position, an impairment

loss is recognized.

2.10. lnventories

lnventories are initially recorded at acquisition cost. Subsequent to initial recognition, inventories are valued at the lower of

cost or net realizablsvalue. Net realizable value is the selling price in the ordinary course of business, less the costs of

completion and applicable variable marketing and distribution costs. Cost is determined by the first-in, first-out (FIFO) method.

The cost of finished goods and work in progūss įncludes the applicable allocation of fixed and variable overhead costs based

on a normal operating capacity. Unrealizable inventory is fully written-off.

2.11. Share capital

Ordinary registered shares are classified as share capital. Ordinary registered shares are stated at their par value.

2.12. Dividends

Dividends are recognised in the Company's financial statements in the period in which the dividends are approved by the

Company's sharehūders. Dividends paid are classified as cash flows from financing activities in the statement of cash flows.

2.13. Leases

The Company and the Group are /essees

(a) Finance lease
Leas"s of property, plant and equipment where the Company and the Group have substantially all the risks and rewards of

ownership are'chšsiiied as finance leases. Fįnance leases are capitalised at the lease's commencement at the lower of the fair

value of the leased property and the estimated present value of the mįnimum lease payments. Each lease payment is allocated

between the liability and finįnce charges so as to achieve a constant interest rate on the finance lease balance outstanding. The

corresponding renūl obligations, net of finance charges, are included in long-term payables except for instalments due within 12

months which are included in current liabilįties.

The property, plant and equipment acquired under finance leases are depreciated over the shorter of the asset's useful life

and the lease term.

(b) Operating lease
L6".į, in wĒich a significant portion of the risks and rewards of ownership are retained by the lessor are classified as operating

leases. Payments mįde under operating leases (net of any incentives received from the lessor) are charged to profit or loss on

a straight-line basįs over the period of the lease.

The Company and the Group are /essors

(c) Operating lease
bįyments reįeįved under operating leases (net of any incentives given to the lessee) are recognized in profit or loss on a straight-

line basis over the period of the lease.
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2.14. Employee benefits

(a) Social security contributions
iĖe Company and the Group pay social security contributions to the state Social Security Fund (the Fund) on behalf of theįr

employees bįsed on the defined contribution plan in accordance with the local legal requirements. A defined contribution is a
plan under which the Company and the Group pay fixed contributions into the Fund and will have no legal or constructive
obligations to pay further contiibutions if the Fund does not hold sufficient assets to pay all employees benefits relating to

emįoyee service in the current and prior period. Social security contributions are recognised as expenses on an accrual basis

and are included in payroll expenses.

(b) Termination benefits
iermination benefits are payable whenever an employee's employment is terminated before the normal retirement date or

whenever an employee accepts voluntary redundancy in exchange for these benefits. The Group or the Company recognises

termination benefits-when it is demonstrably committed to either: terminating the employment of current employees according

to a detailed formal plan without possibility of withdrawaĮ; or providing termination benefits as a result of an offer made to

encourage voluntary redundancy. Benefits falling due more than 1 2 months after the date of the statement of financial position

are discounted to their present value.

(c) Bonus plans
lĖe Group and the Company recognise a liability and an expense for bonuses where contractually obliged or where there is

a past practice that has created a constructive obligation'

(d) Provisions forpensions and iubilee payments
Aėcording to the terms of the collective employment agreement effective at the Group and the Company, each emp|oyee is

entitled t6 a pension benefit amounting lo 2 or 3 months' salary payment when leaving the Group and the Company after

reaching the pension age and a jubilee benefit. Actuarial calculations are made to determine liability for such payments. The

liability is recognised at present value discounted using market interest rate.

The Group and the Company recognise re-measurements of the pension benefit obligation in 'Other comprehensive income

that will not be reclassified to profit or loss'. These amounts recognised as other comprehensive income are accounted for under

equity. Jubilee benefits and long-service benefits are accounted for by the Group and the Company within profit or loss.

2.15. Provisions

Provisions are recognized when the Group and the Company have a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of
past event, it is proĒable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation

and a reliable esįimate can be made of the amount of the obligation. The provisions are reviewed at each statement of financial
position date and adjusted in order to present the most reasonable current estimate. lf the effect of the time value of money

is material, the amoūnt of provision is equal to the present value of the expenses, which are expected to be incurred to settle

the liability. Where discounting is used, the increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognized as a borrowing

cost.

2.16. lncome tax

lncome tax charge is based on profit for the year and considers deferred taxation. lncome tax is calculated based on the

Lithuanian tax legislation.

The standard įncome tax rate in the Republic of Lithuania was 15% in 20't8 (15% in 2017).

Tax losses can be carried forward for indefinite period, except for the losses incurred as a result of disposal of securities and/or

derivative fįnanciat instruments. Such carrying forward is disrupted if the Company change its activitįes due to which these

losses were incurred except when the Company do not continue its activities due to reasons which do not depend on the

Company itself. Starting from 2014 the amount of utilised tax losses cannot exceed 70% of taxable profit for the tax period

calculateį by deductinį non-taxable income, allowed tax deductions and allowed limited amount deductions from income,

except for tix losses of the previous periods. Starting from 2010, tax losses can be transferred at no consideration or in
exchange for certain consideration between the Group companies if certain conditions are met.

The losses from disposal of securities and/or derivative financial instruments can be carrįed forward for 5 consecutive years

and only be used to reduce the taxable income earned from the transactions of the same nature. The limitation (up to 707o on
profit from transfer of securities) is not applied to losses on transfer of securities from previous tax periods deductible from
profit on transfer of securitįes from the taxab|e period.
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Deferred taxes are calculated using the liability method. Deferred income taxes reflect the net tax effects of temporary

differences between the carrying amįunts of asšets and liabilities for financial reporting purposes and the amounts used for

income tax purposes. Deferrėd tįx assets and liabilities are measured using the tax rates expected to apply to taxable income

in the years'in *f i"n tf'os" temporary differences are expected to reverse based on tax rates enacted or substantively enacted

at the reporting date.

A deferred tax asset is recognized in the statement of financial position to the extent the management believes it will be

realized in the foreseeable future, based on taxable profit forecasts. lf it is believed that part of the deferred tax asset is not

going to be realized, this part of the deferred tax asset is not recognized in the financial statements.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset when they are related to taxes levied by the same tax authority and when there is

a legally enforceable right to cover current payable taxes at net value.

lncome tax and deferred tax for the accountino period

lncome tax and deferred income tax are charged or credited to profit or loss, except when they relate to items included directly

to equity, in which case the deferred income tax is also accounted for in other comprehensive income.

2.17. Revenue recognition

a) Sa/es of goods and services
{eu"nre is-recognized when it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the transaction will flow to the Group

and the Companį and the amount of the revenue can be measured reliab|y. Sales are recognized net of VAT and discounts.

Revenue from sales of goods is recognized when delivery has taken place and transfer of risks and rewards has been

completed.

b) lnterest income
lnterest income is recognised on a proportionate basis in profit or loss using the effective interest rate method. When a

receivable is impaired, tĒe Group and the Company reduce the carrying amount to its recoverable amount, being the estimated

future cash flow discounted at the original effective interest rate of the įnstrument, and continues unwinding the discount as
interest income. lnterest income on impaired loan and receivables is recognised using the original effective interest rate.

lnterest income is classified as cash flows from investing activities in the statement of cash flows.

2.18. Expense recognition

Expenses are recognized on the basis of accrual and revenue and expense matching principles in the reporting period when

the income related to these expenses was earned, irrespective of the time the money was spent. ln those cases when the

costs incurred cannot be directly attributed to the specific income and they will not bring income during the future periods, they

are expensed as incurred.

The amount of expenses is usually accounted for as the amount paid or due, excluding VAT. ln the cases when a long period

of payment is established and the interest is not distinguished, the amount of expenses shall be estimated by discounting the

amount of payment using the market interest rate.

2.19. Foreign currencytransactions

Foreign currency transactions are accounted for at the exchange rates prevailing at the date of the transactions. Gains and

losseš resulting from the settlement of such transactions and from the translation of monetary assets and liahilities

denomįnated in foreign currencies on the statement of financial position date are recognized in profit or loss. Such balances

are translated at periįd-end exchange rates. Non-monetary assets and liabilities that are measured in terms of historical cost

in a foreign currency are translated ūsing the exchange rate at the date of the transaction. Non-monetary assets and liabilities

denominĮted in forėign currencies that are stated at fair value are translated to euro at foreign exchange rates ruling at the

dates the fair value was determįned.

2.20. lmpairment of assets

Financial assets

Fįnancial assets are reviewed for impairment at each statement of financial position date.
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For financial assets carried at amortized cost, whenever it is probable that the Group and the Company will not collect all

amounts due according to the contractual terms of loans or receivables, an impairment or bad debt loss is recognized in profit

or loss. lmpairment oitrade and other receivables is established when there is objective evidence (such as probability of

default or significant financįal difficulties of the client) that the Group and the Company will not be able to collect all amounts

due accordiig to the original terms of the receivables. Significant financial difficulties of the debtor, probability that the debtor

will enter banikruptcy orlinancial reorganisation, and default or delinquency in payments (more than 30 days overdue) are

considered indicators that the trade receivable is impaired.

The recoverable amount of receivables carried at amortised cost is measured as the present value of future cash flows

discounted at the original interest rate (i.e. the effective interest rate calculated at the initial recognition of these receivables).

The reversal of impairment losses previously recognized is recorded when the decrease in impairment loss can be justified

by an event occurring after the write-down. Such reversal is recorded in profit or loss under the same caption as impairment

losses. However, the increased carrying amount is only recognized to the extent it does not exceed the amortized cost that

would have been had the impairment not been recognized.

Non-financial assets

Non-financįal assets, other than inventories and deferred tax are reviewed for impairment whenever events or changes in

circumstances indicate that the carrying amount of an asset may not be recoverable. lf any such indication exists, the asset's

recoverable amount is estimated.

The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset's fair value less costs to sell and value in use. Whenever the carrying amount

of an asset exceeds its recoverable amount, an impairment loss is recognized in profit or loss.

Reversal of impairment losses recognized in prior years is recorded when there is an indication that the impairment losses
recognized for the asset no longer eiist or have decreased. Reversal is accounted for in the same caption in profit or loss as
impairment losses. For evaluation of impairment of assets the entire Group is considered as one cash generating unit.

2.21. Segment information

The operating segment is a part of the Group and the Company participating in economic activities from which it can earn
profit or incuįosįs. The results of the operating segment are verified by the management of the Group and the Company on

i regular basis by taking a decision regarding resources which have to be allocated to the segment and evaluating its operating

results, and who present separate financial information.

Management of the Company has determined the operating segments based on the reports reviewed by the board of directors,

consįdįred to be the chief oįerating decision makers that are used to make strategic decisions. Based on this it was decided

that the Company and the Group have a single reportable segment, i.e. furniture production and trade.

2.22' Relaįed parties

Related parties are defined as shareholders, employees, members of the Board, their close relatives and companies that

directly or indirectly (through the intermediary) control or are controlled by, or are under common control with, the Group and

the Company, proūideo tnē listeo relationship empowers one of the parties to exercise the control or significant influence over

the other party in making financial and operating decisions.

ln the normal course of business the Group and the Company enter into transactions with their related parties. These

transactįon prices are intended to approximate market rates. Judgement is applied in determining jf transactions are priced at

market or non-market rates, where there is no active market for such transactions. The basįs for judgement is pricing for

similar types of transactions with unrelated parties.

2.23. Contingencies

Contingent liabilitįes are not recognized in the financial statements. They are disclosed unless the possibility of an outflow of

resources embodying economįc benefįts is remote.

A contingent asset is not recognized in the financial statements but disclosed when an inflow of economic benefits is probable.
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2.24. Subsequentevents

Events after the reporting date that provide additional information about the Group's and the Company's position at the

statement of financial position date (adjusting events) are reflected in the financial statements. Events after the reporting date

that are not adjusting events are disclosed in the notes when material.

2.25. Offsetting

When preparing the financįal statements, assets and liabilities, revenue and expenses are not set off, except the cases when

certain lFiąS sūecifically requires such set-off. Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount reported in the

statement of financial įosition when there is a legally enforceable right to offset the recognised amounts and there is an

intention to settle on a net basis, or realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

2.26. Use of estimates in the preparation of financial statements

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with IFRSs requires management to make judgements, estimates and

assumpiion" that affect the reported amounts of assets, liabilities, income and costs and disclosure of contingencies, at the

reporting date and within the next financial year. Estimates and judgements are continually evaluated and are based on

managelment's experience and other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable under

the ciicumstances. Revisions to accounting estimates are recognized in the period in which the estimate is revised if the

revision affects only that period or in the period of the revision and future periods if the revision affects both current and future

periods.

Management also makes certain judgements, apart from those involving estimations, in the process of applying the accounting
policieĮ. However, uncertainty abouįthese assumptions and estimates could result in outcomes that could require a materia|

adjustment to the carrying amount of the asset or liability affected in the future.

Estimates and assumptions

Shares are acquired from lnvalda

PrivatuĮ Kapita|as AB (code go3o75527, address ŠeimyniŠkių str. 3, Vilnius, register where data of the Company is

accumulated and stoied - Register of Legal Entities), which owns 86% of Vilniaus Baldai AB shares.

Trenduva UAB owns two land plots oi 18.5 ha in Trakai region, Guopstai. Land use of these land plots is indicated as industrial

and warehousing, as well as communication and engineering corridors. Vilniaus Baldai AB plans to use this land for further

production expansion. Trenduva UAB has no other significant assets, has no processes in place and does not generate

įeuenu".

2.27. Fair value measurement

A number of the Group's and the Company's accounting policies and disclosures require the determination of fair value, for

both financial and non-financial assets and liabilities.

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between

market participants at the measurement date in the principal, or in its absence, the most advantageous market to which the

Group and the Company have access at that date. The fair value of a liability reflects its non-performance risk.
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When measuring the fair value of an asset or a liability, the Group and the Company use market observable data as far as
possible. Fair values are categorised within different levels in a fair value hierarchy based on the inputs used in the valuation

techniques as follows:

o Level 1: quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets or liabilities;

o Level 2: inputs other than quoted prices included in Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either directly (i.e.

as prices) or indirectly (i.e. derived from prices);

o Level 3: inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable inputs).

lf the inputs used to measure the fair value of an asset or a liability might be categorised within different levels of the fair value

hierarchy, the fair value measurement įs categorised in its entirety in the same level of the fair value hierarchy as the lowest

level input that is significant to the entire measurement.

The Group and the Company recognize transfers between levels of the fair value hierarchy at the end of the reporting period

during which the change has occurred.

Fair values have been determined for measurement and/or disclosure purposes based on the descrįbed methods. Where
applicable, further information about the assumptions made in determining fair values is disclosed in the notes specific to that

asset or liability (Note 14 - Provisions for employee benefits).
